We will provide you with printed versions of “talking
points” (see below for how to access) to guide your
discussions with legislators, and with brochures/fliers
and promotional items to leave with the legislators. If

any legislative committee of interest is meeting that

afternoon, GSRA will provide that information and
help members who are interested in attending. Last
year’s large GSRA presence at the Senate Retirement
Committee meeting made a big impression with
legislative members!
